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United States Catholic Catechism for
Adults Set for Publication
With a decree dated November 22, 2005 and signed by Dario Cardinal
Castrillon Hoyos, the Prefect of the Congregation for the Clergy, and
Archbishop Csaba Ternyak, the Secretary of the same Congregation, the
bishops of this country were notified that the United States Catholic
Catechism for Adults had been given the recognitio necessary for its
publication.  The projected publication date is March 31, 2006.

It has been more than five years since the development of this text was
first undertaken.  The bishops approved the project during their General
Assembly in June of 2000.  A consultation on a draft outline was
conducted in the first part of 2001, and two consultations were held on
the full draft of the text, the first in 2002 and the second in 2003.  A final
text was submitted to the bishops of the United States in 2004 and
approved at the General Assembly in November of that year.  As required
by canon law, the text was submitted to the Congregation for the Clergy
for the recognitio in January of 2005.

When the text of the United States Catholic Catechism for Adults is
published, it will contain two indices: a subject index and a Scriptural index.
Two complementary publications are also planned.  One will be a Leader’s
Guide, offering directions and suggestions for uses of the text.  Another
publication planned is a discussion and prayer journal which will contain the
discussion questions, meditations and prayers from the text in a layout
which will allow for a reader to make notes.  These complementary
publications are expected to be available when the text is published or as
soon as possible thereafter.  Spanish language editions of the adult
catechism as well as the complementary publications will be released as
soon as they are completed.

Capitalization in Catechetical Materials
For several years now, in conformity review reports on catechetical materials, publishers have been
asked to capitalize many proper nouns which are no longer capitalized in style guides used by pub-
lishing houses and the proper media.  Examples of what catechetical publishers are asked to capital-
ize in materials for religious instruction included reference to the Trinity or any of the Persons of the
Trinity, titles given to Jesus and Mary, mysteries and events in the life of Jesus and Mary (e.g., the
Incarnation, the Annunciation, the Ascension, the Assumption) and the names of the Sacraments.
The reason that the Catechism Committee has been asking publishers to capitalize many proper
nouns is to help students recognize important aspects of the faith and also to help preserve
traditional grammatical usage in the common language of the Faith.

For some time, publishers have been asking the Catechism Committee to provide them with some
type of capitalization style guide.  In response, the Committee told publishers that they were helping
the Conference revise their house style guide for capitalization, and that once the project was
complete, they would share the guide with them.  The Catechism Committee, in consultation with
the Committee on Doctrine and the Committee on Liturgy, completed a proposed capitalization
guide two years ago.  Because its status is provisional while the rest of the Conference style guide is
being revised, the Committee will release the capitalization guide they developed only to
catechetical publishers who specifically request and who understand its provisional status.  To obtain
a copy, please contact a member of staff to the Catechism Committee.

As of this writing, we are still waiting to receive from the Holy See the English language edition of the Compendium of the
Catechism of the Catholic Church.  Once the text is received, it is estimated that it will be six to eight weeks before it will be
available.  The Spanish language edition was receved in October.  This will be available by the end of January.

When the text is published, the principles and guidelines for use of the text will follow much the same pattern as for use of
the Catechism of the Catholic Church.  Oversight for use of the text will be assumed by the Ad Hoc Committee to Oversee
the Use of the Catechism with the help of staff to that Committee and of personnel from USCCB Publishing.
