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Apostolic Letter on Use of the Preconciliar Liturgical Forms

On July 7, 2007 Pope Benedict XVI published an Apostolicrlgitier the titleSummorum
Pontificum by which the Holy Father allows for and promotes a wider usadeedittirgical
books in force in 1962. An unofficial translation of the Apostdditelr as it appears on the

BENEDICT XVI
"Up to our own times, it has been the constant concesnmeme pontiffs to ensure that
the Church of Christ offers a worthy ritual to the DiviMajesty, 'to the praise and glory
of His name,' and 'to the benefit of all His Holy Chutc

"Since time immemorial it has been necessary -iasalso for the future - to maintain

the principle according to which 'each particular Churcht moiscur with the universal
Church, not only as regards the doctrine of the faith laadacramental signs, but also as
regards the usages universally accepted by uninterrupted aptrsidition, which must

be observed not only to avoid errors but also to transmitntegrity of the faith, because
the Church's law of prayer corresponds to her law of faith.'

"Among the pontiffs who showed that requisite concern, pdatily outstanding is the
name of St. Gregory the Great, who made every eff@hsore that the new peoples of
Europe received both the Catholic faith and the treasungsrship and culture that had
been accumulated by the Romans in preceding centurie®@nifeanded that the form of
the sacred liturgy as celebrated in Rome (concerning botlathréi& of Mass and the
Divine Office) be conserved. He took great concern tarenghe dissemination of monks
and nuns who, following the Rule of St. Benedict, togethdr thi¢ announcement of the
Gospel illustrated with their lives the wise provisiortfair Rule that 'nothing should be
placed before the work of God." In this way the sadtedyl, celebrated according to the
Roman use, enriched not only the faith and piety but alsaithee of many peoples. It
is known, in fact, that the Latin liturgy of the Churchtswvarious forms, in each century
of the Christian era, has been a spur to the spirifeabfimany saints, has reinforced
many peoples in the virtue of religion and fecundated thety.

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"Many other Roman pontiffs, in the course of the ceasjrshowed particular solicitude in ensuring that
the sacred liturgy accomplished this task more effegtiv@utstanding among them is St. Pius V who,
sustained by great pastoral zeal and following the exhomtatf the Council of Trent, renewed the
entire liturgy of the Church, oversaw the publicatiofitafgical books amended and 'renewed in
accordance with the norms of the Fathers," and providad fbr the use of the Latin Church.

"One of the liturgical books of the Roman rite is B@man Missal, which developed in the city of
Rome and, with the passing of the centuries, littletbg iook forms very similar to that it has had in
recent times.

"It was towards this same goal that succeeding RomaiiffBalitected their energies during the
subsequent centuries in order to ensure that the ritegwangichl books were brought up to date and
when necessary clarified. From the beginning of thisurgrihey undertook a more general refofm.’
Thus our predecessors Clement VIII, Urban VIII, SasP¢, Benedict XV, Pius XIl and Blessed John
XXI1I all played a part.

"In more recent times, Vatican Council Il expressel@sire that the respectful reverence due to divine
worship should be renewed and adapted to the needs of ouMawed by this desire our predecessor,
the Supreme Pontiff Paul VI, approved, in 1970, reformed arity panewed liturgical books for the
Latin Church. These, translated into the various languafithe world, were willingly accepted by
bishops, priests and faithful. John Paul Il amended the tiypical edition of the Roman Missal. Thus
Roman pontiffs have operated to ensure that 'this kifitlogical edifice ... should again appear
resplendent for its dignity and harmoriy.'

"But in some regions, no small numbers of faithful addeand continue to adhere with great love and
affection to the earlier liturgical forms. These lsaddeeply marked their culture and their spirit that in
1984 the Supreme Pontiff John Paul Il, moved by a concethdgastoral care of these faithful, with
the special indult 'Quattuor abhinc anno,’ issued by the Cgagioa for Divine Worship, granted
permission to use the Roman Missal published by BlessedXXllhnin the year 1962. Later, in the

year 1988, John Paul Il with the Apostolic Letter giverMitu Proprio, 'Ecclesia Dei," exhorted bishops
to make generous use of this power in favor of all théftdiwho so desired.

"Following the insistent prayers of these faithful,dateliberated upon by our predecessor John Paul II,
and after having listened to the views of the Cardindidfatof the Consistory of 22 March 2006,

having reflected deeply upon all aspects of the questionkéavthe Holy Spirit and trusting in the help
of God, with these Apostolic Letters we establishfttiewing:

"Art 1. The Roman Missal promulgated by Paul VI is ¢inéinary expression of the 'Lex orandi' (Law
of prayer) of the Catholic Church of the Latin rikonetheless, the Roman Missal promulgated by St.
Pius V and reissued by Bl. John XXIlIl is to be consider®dn extraordinary expression of that same
'‘Lex orandi," and must be given due honour for its vérer@nd ancient usage. These two expressions

"It is, therefore, permissible to celebrate the Si@erof the Mass following the typical edition of the
Roman Missal promulgated by Bl. John XXIIl in 1962 and neseogated, as an extraordinary form of
the Liturgy of the Church. The conditions for the o$¢his Missal as laid down by earlier documents
'‘Quattuor abhinc annos' and 'Ecclesia Dei," are substiistéollows:

"Art. 2. In Masses celebrated without the people, €atholic priest of the Latin rite, whether secular
or regular, may use the Roman Missal published by Bl. Bope XXIII in 1962, or the Roman Missal
promulgated by Pope Paul VI in 1970, and may do so on any dayh&iexception of the Easter
Triduum. For such celebrations, with either one Missdhe other, the priest has no need for
permission from the Apostolic See or from his Ordinary.

"Art. 3. Communities of Institutes of consecrated dfel of Societies of apostolic life, of either
pontifical or diocesan right, wishing to celebrate Masadcordance with the edition of the Roman
Missal promulgated in 1962, for conventual or "community"lm@gon in their oratories, may do so. If
an individual community or an entire Institute or Socistghes to undertake such celebrations often,
habitually or permanently, the decision must be takenédtlperiors Major, in accordance with the
law and following their own specific decrees and statues.

"Art. 4. Celebrations of Mass as mentioned above irRamay - observing all the norms of law - also be
attended by faithful who, of their own free will, askid® admitted.

"Art. 5. 8.1 In parishes, where there is a stable grougithifil who adhere to the earlier liturgical
tradition, the pastor should willingly accept their regsi¢stcelebrate the Mass according to the rite of
the Roman Missal published in 1962, and ensure that the evelfinese faithful harmonises with the
ordinary pastoral care of the parish, under the guidahtte bishop in accordance with canon 392,
avoiding discord and favouring the unity of the whole Chugch.Celebration in accordance with the
Missal of Bl. John XXIIl may take place on working dayiile on Sundays and feast days one such
celebration may also be held. 8.3 For faithful and priebts request it, the pastor should also allow
celebrations in this extraordinary form for speciat@wmstances such as marriages, funerals or
occasional celebrations, e.g. pilgrimages. 8.4 Priestsust the Missal of Bl. John XXIII must be
gualified to do so and not juridically impeded. 8.5 In chur¢hasare not parish or conventual
churches, it is the duty of the Rector of the churafrémt the above permission.

Art. 6. In Masses celebrated in the presence of thpleén accordance with the Missal of Bl. John
XXIIl, the readings may be given in the vernacularpg®ditions recognised by the Apostolic See.

"Art. 7. If a group of lay faithful, as mentioned in &t8.1, has not obtained satisfaction to their
requests from the pastor, they should inform the diockshop. The bishop is strongly requested to
satisfy their wishes. If he cannot arrange for sudlbeation to take place, the matter should be referred
to the Pontifical Commission "Ecclesia Dei".

"Art. 8. A bishop who, desirous of satisfying such requesitswho for various reasons is unable to do
so, may refer the problem to the Commission "EcclBgié to obtain counsel and assistance.
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"Art. 9. 8.1 The pastor, having attentively examined gdkass, may also grant permission to use the
earlier ritual for the administration of the Sacratsesf Baptism, Marriage, Penance, and the Anointing
of the Sick, if the good of souls would seem to requirg.2.Ordinaries are given the right to celebrate
the Sacrament of Confirmation using the earlier RoR@amtifical, if the good of souls would seem to
require it. 8.2 Clerics ordained "in sacris constitutiely use the Roman Breviary promulgated by Bl.
John XXIII'in 1962.

"Art. 10. The ordinary of a particular place, if he teglappropriate, may erect a personal parish in
accordance with can. 518 for celebrations following the@emt form of the Roman rite, or appoint a
chaplain, while observing all the norms of law.

"Art. 11. The Pontifical Commission "Ecclesia Deiteeted by John Paul Il in 198&ontinues to
exercise its function. Said Commission will have fibren, duties and norms that the Roman Pontiff
wishes to assign it.

"Art. 12. This Commission, apart from the powers it gajawvill exercise the authority of the Holy See,
supervising the observance and application of these digmssi

"We order that everything We have established with thgsestalic Letters issued as Motu Proprio be
considered as "established and decreed", and to be obfenwetid September of this year, Feast of the
Exaltation of the Cross, whatever there may beeatmtrary.

Letter of Pope Benedict XVI Accompanying the Apostolid.etter Summorum Pontificum

"With great trust and hope, | am consigning to you as patte text of a new Apostolic Letter 'Motu
Proprio data' on the use of the Roman liturgy prior ¢orefiorm of 1970. The document is the fruit of
much reflection, numerous consultations and prayer.

"News reports and judgments made without sufficient infoionahave created no little confusion.
There have been very divergent reactions ranging foyfaljacceptance to harsh opposition, about a
plan whose contents were in reality unknown.

"This document was most directly opposed on account ofdarg, which | would like to address
somewhat more closely in this letter.

"In the first place, there is the fear that the doaunaetracts from the authority of the Second Vatican
Council, one of whose essential decisions - theglitait reform - is being called into question.

"This fear is unfounded. In this regard, it must firssh&l that the Missal published by Paul VI and then
republished in two subsequent editions by John Paul Il, obyitgiahd continues to be the normal form
- the 'Forma ordinaria’ - of the Eucharistic liturgjeTlast version of the 'Missale Romanum' prior to the

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Council, which was published with the authority of Pope XXHI in 1962 and used during the
Council, will now be able to be used as a 'Forma exdmaria’ of the liturgical celebration. It is not
appropriate to speak of these two versions of the Rdviissal as if they were 'two rites.' Rather, it is a
matter of a twofold use of one and the same rite.

"As for the use of the 1962 Missal as a 'Forma extraamdira the liturgy of the Mass, | would like to
draw attention to the fact that this Missal was ngwedically abrogated and, consequently, in principle,
was always permitted. At the time of the introductibthe new Missal, it did not seem necessary to
issue specific norms for the possible use of the edMliesal. Probably it was thought that it would be a
matter of a few individual cases which would be resoleade by case, on the local level. Afterwards,
however, it soon became apparent that a good numbeoplepemained strongly attached to this usage
of the Roman Rite, which had been familiar to thermfichildhood. This was especially the case in
countries where the liturgical movement had provided maaplpevith a notable liturgical formation
and a deep, personal familiarity with the earlier Fofrthe liturgical celebration. We all know that, in
the movement led by Archbishop Lefebvre, fidelity to theeMIissal became an external mark of
identity; the reasons for the break which arose dvsr however, were at a deeper level. Many people
who clearly accepted the binding character of the SecothdaviaCouncil, and were faithful to the Pope
and the bishops, nonetheless also desired to recoviermhef the sacred liturgy that was dear to them.
This occurred above all because in many places celefsatiere not faithful to the prescriptions of the
new Missal, but the latter actually was understood a®amiig or even requiring creativity, which
frequently led to deformations of the liturgy which weagdchto bear. | am speaking from experience,
since | too lived through that period with all its hopes isdonfusion. And | have seen how arbitrary
deformations of the liturgy caused deep pain to individudddly rooted in the faith of the Church.

"Pope John Paul Il thus felt obliged to provide, in his WBtoprio 'Ecclesia Dei' (July 2, 1988),
guidelines for the use of the 1962 Missal; that documemtebher, did not contain detailed prescriptions
but appealed in a general way to the generous responséapbiwwards the 'legitimate aspirations' of
those members of the faithful who requested this usade ddman Rite. At the time, the Pope
primarily wanted to assist the Society of St. Piu® Xecover full unity with the Successor of Peted an
sought to heal a wound experienced ever more painfully. Wimlately this reconciliation has not yet
come about. Nonetheless, a number of communitiesdravefully made use of the possibilities
provided by the Motu Proprio. On the other hand, diffieglremain concerning the use of the 1962
Missal outside of these groups, because of the lack oisprauridical norms, particularly because
bishops, in such cases, frequently feared that the aytbbéthe Council would be called into question.
Immediately after the Second Vatican Council it wasspmed that requests for the use of the 1962
Missal would be limited to the older generation which hawvgrup with it, but in the meantime it has
clearly been demonstrated that young persons too haveréisdahis liturgical form, felt its attraction
and found in it a form of encounter with the Mysterylad Most Holy Eucharist, particularly suited to
them. Thus the need has arisen for a clearer juricegallation which had not been foreseen at the time
of the 1988 Motu Proprio. The present norms are also nedme bishops from constantly having to
evaluate anew how they are to respond to various sihgatio

"In the second place, the fear was expressed in disogssbout the awaited Motu Proprio, that the
possibility of a wider use of the 1962 Missal would lead samlay or even divisions within parish
communities. This fear also strikes me as quite unfoundesiuge of the old Missal presupposes a
certain degree of liturgical formation and some knowleafgbe Latin language; neither of these is
found very often. Already from these concrete presuppasi it is clearly seen that the new Missal will
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certainly remain the ordinary form of the Roman Rikat, only on account of the juridical norms, but
also because of the actual situation of the commurtidse faithful.

"It is true that there have been exaggerations anohas tsocial aspects unduly linked to the attitude of
the faithful attached to the ancient Latin liturgitraldition. Your charity and pastoral prudence will be
an incentive and guide for improving these. For that mattertwo Forms of the usage of the Roman
Rite can be mutually enriching: new Saints and sombeohéw Prefaces can and should be inserted in
the old Missal. The 'Ecclesia Dei' Commission, inteat with various bodies devoted to the 'usus
antiquior," will study the practical possibilities inghiegard. The celebration of the Mass according to
the Missal of Paul VI will be able to demonstrate, mnuowverfully than has been the case hitherto, the
sacrality which attracts many people to the former usBige.most sure guarantee that the Missal of
Paul VI can unite parish communities and be loved by tt@mists in its being celebrated with great
reverence in harmony with the liturgical directiv&kis will bring out the spiritual richness and the
theological depth of this Missal.

"I now come to the positive reason which motivated ngigi@n to issue this Motu Proprio updating
that of 1988. It is a matter of coming to an interiooregliation in the heart of the Church. Looking
back over the past, to the divisions which in the coufseeocenturies have rent the Body of Christ, one
continually has the impression that, at critical motaevhen divisions were coming about, not enough
was done by the Church's leaders to maintain or regeameéiation and unity. One has the impression
that omissions on the part of the Church have had $hare of blame for the fact that these divisions
were able to harden. This glance at the past imposelligation on us today: to make every effort to
unable for all those who truly desire unity to remairhat tunity or to attain it anew. | think of a
sentence in the Second Letter to the Corinthians,eMPaul writes: "Our mouth is open to you,
Corinthians; our heart is wide. You are not restricteddy\but you are restricted in your own affections.
In return . widen your hearts also!" (2 Cor 6:11-13). Raad certainly speaking in another context, but
his exhortation can and must touch us too, precisely srstinject. Let us generously open our hearts
and make room for everything that the faith itself allows

"There is no contradiction between the two editionthefRoman Missal. In the history of the liturgy
there is growth and progress, but no rupture. What egdieerations held as sacred, remains sacred and
great for us too, and it cannot be all of a sudden enfoebydden or even considered harmful. It
behooves all of us to preserve the riches which haveajmein the Church's faith and prayer, and to
give them their proper place. Needless to say, in dadexperience full communion, the priests of the
communities adhering to the former usage cannot, astarro&principle, exclude celebrating

according to the new books. The total exclusion of #ve nte would not in fact be consistent with the
recognition of its value and holiness.

"In conclusion, dear brothers, | very much wish tosstithat these new norms do not in any way lessen
your own authority and responsibility, either for tharlyy or for the pastoral care of your faithful. Each
bishop, in fact, is the moderator of the liturgy in hinadiocese.

"Nothing is taken away, then, from the authority ofbishop, whose role remains that of being
watchful that all is done in peace and serenity. Sharaesproblem arise which the parish priest cannot
resolve, the local ordinary will always be able t@mene, in full harmony, however, with all that has
been laid down by the new norms of the Motu Proprio.
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"Furthermore, | invite you, dear brothers, to send to thg Hee an account of your experiences, three
years after this Motu Proprio has taken effect. Ifytadrious difficulties come to light, ways to remedy
them can be sought.

"Dear brothers, with gratitude and trust, | entrust to ymarts as pastors these pages and the norms of
the Motu Proprio. Let us always be mindful of the wartithe Apostle Paul addressed to the presbyters
of Ephesus: 'Take heed to yourselves and to all the fioskhich the Holy Spirit has made you
overseers, to care for the Church of God which he mdadaivith the blood of his own Son.’

"l entrust these norms to the powerful intercessiokafy, Mother of the Church, and | cordially
impart my apostolic blessing to you, dear Brothers, to thelppriests of your dioceses, and to all the
priests, your co-workers, as well as to all your faithful.

Twenty Questions on the Apostolic LettelSummorum Pontificum

1. What is the purpose of Pope Benedict XVI'é&\postolic Letter Summorum Pontificuth

By this Apostolic Letter, promulgatedotu proprig the Holy Father seeks an “interior reconciliatiohia heart
of the Church® with those who have demonstrated an attachment to preeotitiligical forms, making “it
possible for all those who truly desire unity to remaithiat unity or to attain it anew.” Thus does he extiart
whole Church to “generously open our hearts and make rooevéoything that the faith itself allows.”

2. How does the Apostolic Letter describe the precondat edition of the Missale Romanurfa

The Holy Father begins by defining two forms of the rulprafyer Lex orand) of the Latin church of Roman
Rite: an ordinary form, as contained in Messale Romanuraf Pope Paul Vi and an extraordinary form, as
contained in thé/lissale Romanurof Pope Saint Pius ¥.He notes that the extraordinary form was never

abrograted and the two forms make up the Liturgy of the one RBital!

3. When may a Priest celebrate thextraordinary formin a Mass without the people?

Any Priest of the Latin Church may, without any furthempiesion from the Holy See or his Ordinary, celebrate
the extraordinary form of th®lissale Romanunm a Mass without the people at any time except duiieg t
Sacred Triduun. If members of the faithful wish to join in these ¢eltions, they are permitted to do'$o.

4. May the extraordinary form be used in religious commuities?
Institutes of Consecrated Life and Societies of Apastalie who wish to do so may celebrate according to the
extraordinary form in their own oratoriés.

5. When may the extraordinary form be used in parishes?
In parishes where a group of the faithful are attachede@xtraordinary form of the Mass, they may approach
the pastor, who is to support their petition willingly. No pisgions are required.

6. May the extraordinary form of the other sacraments also beelebrated?

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For the good of souls, a canonical pastor may also geantigsion for the celebration of the other Sacraments,
Christian Funerals or other occasional celebrationsrdicepto the extraordinary form, when requested to do so
by priests or a group of the faithftil.

7. If a priest fails to demonstrate a minimum rubrical orlinguistic ability to celebrate the extraordinary

form, may he still celebrate the 196 Missale Romanum?

No. In order to celebrate the extraordinary form,iadPmust be suitably qualified for and not prohibited fy a
impediments to the celebration of the Mass according th382Missale Romanuf This means he must have
the minimum knowledge and ability required for a legitimage of the extraordinary form.

8. As arule, is it possible for a priest to abandon therdinary form entirely?

No. The Holy Father states unequivocally that “in ordeexperience full communion, the priests of the
communities adhering to the former usage cannot, as armbftenciple, exclude celebrating according to the
new books. The total exclusion of the new rite would nfadhbe consistent with the recognition of its value
and holiness®

9. What happens if a pastor is unable to fulfill the reqast of the faithful?

“Should some problem arise which the parish priest camsotve, the local Ordinary will always be able to
intervene, in full harmony, however, with all that hasrbleed down by the new norms of the Motu Propr’ﬁ).”
Should the local ordinary be unable to respond to theestgil may be referred to tleclesia Dei
Commission?

10. Is the role of the Diocesan Bishop in supervising the@&ed Liturgy diminished by this Apostolic

Letter?

No. The norms “do not in any way lessen the Bishop’s authority and responsibility, either for the liturgy or
for the pastoral care of [the] faithful. Each Bishimpfact, is the moderator of the liturgy in his own Dioced®
As such, he is required both to implement the universah:iof the Church as well as to intervene to prevent
abuses from arising with regard to liturgical celebrationsis diocese.

11. What other provisions are made for use of the extraordary form?

14. Does the wider use of the extraordinary form of thetes of Holy Week reflect a change in the Church’s
teaching on anti-Semitism ?

No. The 196 Missale Romanuralready reflected Blessed John XXIII's revision afilgical language often
construed as anti-Semitic. In 1965, the watershed statéhosiria Aetateof the Second Vatican Council then
repudiated all forms of anti-Semitism as having no platdemChristian life. When Pope Paul VI issued the
Missale Romanuraf 1969, the only prayer for the Jewish people in the Rdittagy was completely revised for
Good Friday to reflect a renewed understanding of the Jew®d's chosen people, “first to hear the word of
God.”

Throughout his papacy, John Paul Il worked effectivehlgtoncile the Church with the Jewish people and to
strengthen new bonds of friendship.

By this new Apostolic Letter, Pope Benedict XVI is glgrextending such permission for wider pastoral
application, but remains committed to “the need to overconteppgiadices, misunderstandings, indifference and
the language of contempt and hostility [and to continue)éwesh-Christian dialogue...to enrich and deepen the
bonds of friendship which have developéd.”

In his cover letter, the Holy Father notes that whilegiressent norms have been applied to good pastoral effect in
many circumstances, difficulties remain “because ofablke of precise juridical norms, particularly because
Bishops, in such cases, frequently feared that the riytbbthe Council would be called into questioft.”The

new norms are intended “to free Bishops from constantlingao evaluate anew how they are to respond to
various situations.®

19. Does this action call into question the liturgical rerm of the Second Vatican Council?

Nine Questions on the Ordinary and Extraordinary Forms of he Missale Romanum

1. Why was the 1962 Missal of Blessed John XXIII chosen as tegtraordinary form?

From the time of the Council of Trent to the Second Vat€auncil there were seven official editions of the
Missale RomanunThey were promulgated by Popes Saint Pius V (1570), @tevi€1604), Urban VIl (1634),
Leo XlI (1994), Saint Pius X (1911), Benedict XV (1920), and $esJohn XXIII (1962). The 1962 edition was
chosen as the last edition of tMéssale Romanumromulgated before the Second Vatican Council.

2. Are the extraordinary and ordinary forms entirely differ ent?

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The Holy Father observes that there is “no contradidieiween them and that the history of liturgical books is
characterized by “growth and progress, but no ruptiire.”

What earlier generations held as sacred, remains santegteat for us too, and it cannot be all
of a sudden entirely forbidden or even considered harntfbehooves all of us to preserve the
riches which have developed in the Church’s faith and praperto give them their proper

3. How does participation of the faithful in theMissale Romanunof Blessed John XXIII differ from the
Missale Romanumnof the Servant of God, John Paul 11?

In both the ordinary and extraordinary forms of Miesale Romanupiull, conscious, and active participation of
the faithful is to be desired above all €l$dn both forms, this begins with an interior pagition in the

sacrifice of Christ, to which the gathered assembjgirsed by the prayers and rites of the Mass. The ordinary
form of the rite customarily accomplishes this participatioough listening and responding to the prayers of the
Mass in the vernacular, and by taking part in formsctéreor communal action. The extraordinary form
accomplishes this participation largely through listenindpéoprayers in Latin and following the words and
actions oglthe Priest and joining our hearts to “whaaid By him in the Name of Christ and [what] Christssa

[to] him.”

4. How does the role of the Priest differ in thé/lissale Romanunof Blessed John XXIII differ from the

Missale Romanumof the Servant of God, John Paul 11?

The major differences concerning the role of the Priestarordinary and extraordinary forms pertain to
orientation and language. During most moments of thes MesPriest faces the altar with his back to the people.
All prayers are in Latin, with only the readings and tloerily in the vernacular.

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The Holy Father suggests a number of reasons. In teeotése followers of Archbishop Lefebvre, while the
preconciliar Missal became “an external mark of ideyitityis clear that “the reasons for the break, whacbse
over this, however, were at a deeper lev&l.”

Some remained strongly attached to rites with which liael become familiar from childhood. A primary
cause of this affection in other faithful Catholics waesfalse sense of creativity unfortunately practicedooyes
in the celebration of the postconciliar liturgical ritegdimg to “deformations of the liturgy which were hard to
bear.”® The Holy Father adds a personal note in his coveriett am speaking from experience, since | too
lived through that period with all its hopes and its asidn.

Finally, the Holy Father describes those young people Wwaoe' discovered this liturgical form, felt its attraction
and found in it a form of encounter with the Mysterytiaf Most Holy Eucharist, particularly suited to thefn.”
With this motu proprio he is responding to all three oféhgroups.

7.Won't the new norms cause division in parishes and exadesaite the tensions between those attached to
the preconciliar and postconciliar forms?

The Holy Father sees such fears as “quite unfoundedg #eckind of rubrical and linguistic skills required for
the preconciliar form is not found very often. It isréfere, “clearly seen that the new Missal will cethai
remain the ordinary Form of the Roman Rite, not only @owmat of the juridical norms, but also because of the
actual situation of the communities of the faithfdf.”

8. How will the two forms influence each other?

The Holy Father expresses his hope that the new saohtsoame of the new prefaces can eventually be integrated
into the 196 Missal by theEcclesia DeilCommission, while the use of the preconciliar form willamte an
appreciation in the ordinary form for “the sacraliitfich attracts many people to the former usage.” B thi

regard he emphasizes: “The most sure guarantee ¢hstishal of Paul VI can unite parish communities and be
loved by them consists in its being celebrated with gessgrence in harmony with the liturgical directive¥.”

9. What mandate did the fathers of the Second Vatican @wmicil give for the renewal of the Sacred Liturgy?
In theConstitution on the LiturggSacrosanctum conciliynnumber 50, the Council Fathers decreed that:

The Order of Mass is to be revised in a way thatlwilig out more clearly the intrinsic nature and puepos
of its several parts, as also the connection betwesn, and will more readily achieve the devout, active
participation of the faithful.

For this purpose the rites are to be simplified, due lsairgg taken to preserve their substance; elements
that, with the passage of time, came to be duplicateceor added with but little advantage are now to be
discarded; other elements that have suffered injury throzmtemt of history are now, as may seem useful
or necessary, to be restored to the vigor they h#ukitraditions of the Fathers.
