Spanish Language Liturgical Texts
Permit me now to share some information items with yjam happy to report on significant progress in the
development and publication of Spanish-language liturgical texts.

The Subcommittee on Liturgy for Hispanics prepared a texth&Bendicion al cumplir quince afiod he
blessing is used by a young Hispanic woman on the celebrétian 6fteenth birthday. It is a prayer of
commitment to God and the Blessed Virgin, in which the yaumgian commits herself to live according to the
teachings of the Church. This blessing was submitted td.®eBishops for inclusion as part of the Spanish-
language edition of the Book of Blessings. At the November 20@4aameeting of the USCCB, the blessing
passed unanimously. The Congregation for Divine WorshiphenBiscipline of the Sacraments granted the
recognitioin July of this year and it is now promulgated for ustheUnited States.

The Subcommittee on Liturgy for Hispanics completed the laaos of theRitual Para el Bautismo de los

Nifios Texts from the approved translations of the Rituals apgrimreuse in the Dioceses of Mexico and Spain
were used in producing the final draft of the USA Spatmeshslation. The final text parallels the English
translation for use in the Dioceses of the United Stalée translation was approved by the Bishops and is
awaiting confirmation by the Holy See.

The Subcommittee on Liturgy for Hispanics completed the laams of theRito del Matrimonio Texts from the
approved translations of the Rituals approved for use iDitheeses of Mexico and Spain were used in producing
the final draft of the USA Spanish translation. Tlaastation was approved by the U.S. Bishops and is awaiting
confirmation by the Holy See.

Summorum Pontificum

This past July, our Holy Father issued an Apostolic LeBemmorum Pontificunon the use of the Roman
Missal promulgated by St. Pius V and reissued by Btegshn XXIIl. Pope Benedict outlined in that letter the
conditions under which the Missal of 1962, the Tridentine Masghtrbie used. The Pontifical Commission
Ecclesia Deis charged with assuring proper observance and applictibie norms of the Apostolic Letter. As
of September 1%of this year, the Apostolic Letter took effect.
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The reason indicated by the Holy Father for the issuanitésanotu propriowas to come to “an interior
reconciliation in the heart of the Church.” It is impaottéo recall those words: ‘to come to an interior
reconciliation.” Pope Benedict believed the need for redatioth stemmed from the inability of some, after the
Second Vatican Council, to recover a form of the Salcitedgy that was truly dear to them. Pope Benedict
hopes that thimotu propriocan further the needed process of reconciliation.

The Bishops’ Committee on the Liturgy met on August it3an all day session to discuss the issues raised by
the Apostolic Letter. Previous to that meeting, the May@2007 Newsletter of the BCL provided a resource on
the issue and tried to address some twenty questiong dypdstolic Letter. After its August meeting, the
Bishops’ Committee on the Liturgy was able to provide the pshath further resources on the Apostolic

Letter. In addition, the Committee discussed flubia, which were subsequently submitted to the Conference
President and were sent for consideration by the apprefgt@han dicastery. The USCCB Administrative
Committee voiced their approval for sending théisieiato Rome, and we await a response to our concerns. As
of this time, different Dioceses and/or Provinces haseead guidelines for the implementation of the Apostolic
Letter.

Conclusion

On October 9, 1996, | was also privileged to speak to ydeasutgoing chairman on the Committee on the
Liturgy. lIronically, it was also at that meeting tivddnsignor Moroney was beginning his long term as Executive
Director of the Secretariat for the Liturgy.

Dubium on Adoration of the Precious Blood

In the April 2007 issue Motitize (pages 182-183), the Congregation for Divine Worship and the Disciplihe of
Sacraments publisheddabiumon adoration of the Precious Blood. An unofficial translation ofti@umis
proved here for the benefit of our readers:

Question: Whether it is permissible to expose the Most Precious Bio@hrist for Eucharistic adoration.
ResponseNo, with the reasons given as below.

The reflection of the Congregation is as follows. The sitjom of the Most Holy Eucharist can be made
according to the norms of the liturgical books, using eittmxaor a monstrance (sémly Communion and
Worship of the Eucharist Outside Mass, 82) in accord with the sure teaching of the Church whatkssthat
Christ, complete, whole and entire is present as trerasent, and can be consumed as such, under either
species.

Norms now in force entirely prohibit the reservationha Most Precious Blood of Christ after Mass has been
celebrated, as can be read in the Instructimagstimabile donummo. 14 (1970): “On the other hand, the
consecrated wine is to be consumed immediately aftem@omon and may not be kept. Care must be taken,
however, to consecrate only the amount of wine needed fonaion.” The same is also required by the
General Instruction of the Roman Misgtdird typical editior), nos. 163, 182, 247, 249, and by the Instruction,
Redemptionis sacramenty2004), no. 17.

The law permits that, in a case of necessity agibestbyThe Code of Canon Lafganon 925), the sick, who on
account of their iliness are not able to consume the Egtlader the species of bread, may be permitted to
communicate under the species of wine alone. In this cse;, @iMass is celebrated according to the local norm
of law, so that the priest may be able to administeBtbed of Christ immediately; or after the Mass is

celebrated in a church or oratory, the Most Precioosdls reserved in the tabernacle in a suitably opaque
vessel. However, when this kind of necessity occurs, niotiee morms are to be neglected. As noted above, it is
necessary to take Holy Communion within a very brief tiest, the species of consecrated wine be spoiled.
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The Church forbids the reservation of the Most PreciBlasd chiefly on account of the danger of the quick and
inevitable spoilage of the species of wine, and also on acobtime difficulty of storing and carrying the Most
Blessed Sacrament without risk under this species for comomto the sick.

A fortiori, therefore, it is not permitted to reserve or to egghe Most Precious Blood of Christ for adoration of
the Most Blessed Sacrament, either by itself or togetfiera consecrated sacred host. As noted above, the use
of a monstrance — in which there may be a vesseldidirty the Blood of Christ — either for confecting the
Eucharist or for holding it is to be condemned.

September 2007 Meeting of th&ox Clara Committee

TheVox ClaraCommittee met for the fourteenth time from Septemb@&r 2007 in the offices of the
Congregation for Divine Worship and the Discipline of 8&eraments in Rome. This Committee of senior
Bishops from Episcopal Conferences throughout the English-speakitdjwas formed by the Congregation on
July 19, 2001 in order to provide advice to the Holy See conceEmglish-language liturgical books and to
strengthen effective cooperation with the Conferencessiidps in this regard.

TheVox ClaraCommittee is chaired by Cardinal George Pell, Sydnesgtfalia). The participants in the

meeting were Archbishop Oscar Lipscomb, Mobile (USA), eiwes as First Vice-Chairman; Archbishop
Oswald Gracias, Bombay (India), who serves as Second \iagf@an; Cardinal Cormac Murphy-O’Connor,
Westminster (England), who serves as Secretary; Cadiistih Rigali, Philadelphia (USA), who serves as
Treasurer; Cardinal Francis George, O.M.I., Chicag®A);) Archbishop Alfred Hughes, New Orleans (USA);
Archbishop Terrence Prendergast, S.J., Ottawa (Canadhpishop Peter Kwasi Sarpong, Kumasi (Ghana); and
Archbishop Kelvin Felix, Castries (Saint Lucia). Alssmamber of the Committee, though not present at this
meeting, was Bishop Philip Boyce, O.C.D., Raphoe (Ireland).

The members were assisted in their work by the foligwidvisors: Abbot Cuthbert Johnson, O.S.B. (England),
Reverend Jeremy Driscoll, O.S.B. (USA), Reverend Dennidatus (USA), and Monsignor James P. Moroney
(USA). The customary support and assistance of offiofalse Congregation was also appreciated. The
members and advisors conducted a review of the mamttréGreen Book” (draft) translations bfissale
Romanum, editio typica tertias produced by the International Commission on Engliieiiturgy. Following
their discussion of the ICEL renderings of Masses forodarNeeds and Intentions, Ritual Masses, and the
Eucharistic Prayers for Masses with Children, the Cdtemsubmitted a report summarizing its
recommendations to the Congregation. The members founektsed be excellent, although suggestions were
made for ways in which the choice of alternate words oaggs could render a few sections more faithful to the
Latin original or easier to proclaim and comprehend.

The Committee noted the helpfulness of the latest schadofged by the mixed commission and looked forward
to the publication of the final Green Book translation bxt spring. Based on this schedule it is the hope of the
Vox ClaraCommittee that the approval and confirmation of the Reman MissaWwill be completed by the end

of 2009.

The members also responded to requests from the Congrefyatadvice on the few remaining issues to be
decided prior to the confirmation of the Order of Massis Tirst segment of thRoman Missahas been
submitted to the Congregation for confirmation by the raspeEnglish-language conferences of Catholic
Bishops. In this regard, various initiatives to asseeeffective reception and implementation of the Reman
Missal were also discussed by thex ClaraCommittee.

Cardinal Francis Arinze, Prefect of the CongregatiorDisme Worship and the Discipline of the Sacraments,
expressed his gratitude to the members and advisors iiowthré and discussed a wide range of issues related to
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the completion of the English-language edition ofRlmenan Missal In particular, the Prefect stressed the need
for the accurate translation of “words that have deep idattneaning,” thanking the Committee for its
assistance in assuring the completion of accurate anthjpnable translations.

The Committee will meet again in December 2007 at tfieesf of the Congregation for Divine Worship and the
Discipline of the Sacraments in Rome.
